The Old Testament Lesson: 1 Kings 19:14-21          
Dejected by his people’s seeming rejection of God, Elijah felt he was the only believer left in Israel.  But the power of the Gospel is alive and working.  It bears results for the Lord which aren’t always seen.  So, the Lord sent Elijah to prepare others to carry out work for the Lord.
The Epistle Lesson: Galatians 5:1,13-25
Christ freed us from our slavery to sin and death.  Stand firm in that freedom, but do not use “freedom” as a license to sin.  Christians are freed to serve Christ and others.  They do not pander to sinful desires but follow in the way of the Spirit, bearing Him fruit as He enables.  

The Gospel Lesson: Luke 9:51-62
The call to follow Jesus involves a change of heart and life to walk in the Master’s ways.  It involves sacrifice and commitment with no looking backward or making of excuses.  Count the cost; then follow wherever the Lord Jesus takes you.

Out of deep love for the truth of God’s Word and precious souls, we follow the practice of Close Communion in our congregation.  This has been the practice of Christians for centuries and reflects the Bible’s teaching on unity of faith in the reception of the Supper (1 Cor.10:17).  It does not judge a person’s heart but anticipates agreement in that which God says.  Since we do not wish to put anyone in the position of declaring such agreement with us before study in the Word is possible, we ask that only those who are communicant members of this or another Wisconsin Synod or ELS congregation come to receive the Sacrament.
