Lord, Teach Us to Pray!   The life of a Christian is a life of prayer. It comes to him as naturally as breathing does as the believer expresses his faith by praying.  Only the Christian can pray for only he who approaches in Jesus’ name has access to the Father.  Jesus opened the door through His Passion.  What a great privilege we have.  But we don’t always know for what and how we should pray.  Lord, teach us!
   In our lessons today Jesus invites us to pour out our requests to God.  No matter what it is, ask, for by faith in Jesus we have a loving Father.  We will want to ask for the most important things first.  He tells us what they are.  They deal with our eternal life in God. Old Testament Lesson: Genesis 18:20-32  

Abraham was persistent in prayer. Strengthened by God’s promises, he interceded for believers living in Sodom and Gomorrah.  Sadly, except for Lot’s family, no believers were found.  Still, Abraham approached God for help, and the few righteous were saved.
Epistle Lesson: Colossians 2:6-15  
Through His all-sufficient sacrifice for sin on the cross, Christ earned for us forgiveness and with it the right and privilege of approaching God in prayer.  As true God in bodily form, Christ cancelled the requirements of the Law that stood against us.  Paul encourages us to live in and for Him.

Gospel Lesson:  Luke 11:1-13             
The disciples ask for Jesus’ guidance in prayer.  He gives them The Lord’s Prayer in which He teaches Christians everywhere how and for what they should pray.
