Lord, Increase Our Faith.  Christ is the foundation of the Christian life; faith links us to Him; and “without faith it is impossible to please God.”  So it was that the fathers of the Church coined the phrase:  Sola Fide - by faith alone.  Through faith we are saved; by faith we live; in faith we die to rise to eternal life.  Faith is critical, and Christians want it to grow in strength within them so that they can stand firm in the tests of time.  
   But faith in any old thing will not due.  It is by faith in Christ Jesus that we are saved.  For such faith we thank God today and ask Him to bless us with more.  We need stronger faith.  Although a weak faith saves, it suffers adversity that threatens its existence.  A weak faith finds it harder to live the Christian life.  And a weak faith does not enjoy the blessings of stability that a stronger faith experiences.  With such obstacles confronting a weak faith, we say: Lord, increase our faith.

   To that end we pray: Almighty God, in Your bountiful goodness keep us safe from every evil of body and soul.  Make us ready with cheerful hearts and a strong faith to do whatever pleases you; for Jesus’ sake.  Amen.
