The Old Testament Lesson:  Exodus 32:7-14         

While Moses was receiving the Law on top of Mt. Sinai, the children of Israel were worshiping the Golden Calf.  In anger God was ready to destroy them, but Moses intervened, pleading for God’s mercy in their behalf.  In merciful love the Lord relented.

The Epistle Lesson: 1 Timothy 1:12-17    
Paul’s story from blasphemer and persecutor of Christ and His Church to believer and apostle of the Lord was a wondrous example of God’s gracious concern for the sinner.  For such merciful and forgiving love, Paul rejoiced and praised God.

The Gospel Lesson: Luke 15:1-10              
Jesus tells the Parables of the Lost Sheep and the Lost Coin to illustrate His love and merciful concern for those who have strayed.  He will search carefully and diligently for them so that they might return to Him.  And when the sinner returns, all heaven rejoices.
