Old Testament Lesson: Isaiah 61:1-6    

Israel rejected and Lord and His Word.  So, God allowed them to be conquered and carried into captivity. Yet, He promised to forgive, restore, and rebuild the land. The prophecy, quoted by Jesus about Himself, became a picture of the restoration Christ brings from sin.

The Epistle Lesson: Acts 4:23-31              

Just as the religious leaders rejected Jesus, they rejected the work and words of the apostles.  After threatening Peter and John not to speak any more about Jesus, they rejoined the disciples in Jerusalem and prayed for boldness to proclaim the gospel in the midst of opposition.  

The Gospel Lesson: Luke 4:16-30 
Empowered by the Spirit, Jesus went out proclaiming the Gospel. On a Sabbath Day He visited His hometown, Nazareth, and taught in the synagogue. Although His words were divine, His own people took offense at His words and ultimately rejected Him.

Rejection Is Not the Exception, But Often the Rule 

When one proclaims God’s Word, the intentions are good.  We want others to know of the joy of salvation and the love of Christ.  Therefore, it can surprise us when God’s Word is often met with apathy or rejection.  It’s hard for the believer to understand, but Jesus’ words offend the worldly minded.  But never lose heart for God can use even the rejection of His Word for good.  

Point to Ponder: “Here you see that Christ’s Kingdom is to be concerned about the weak, the sick, the broken, that He may help them.  That is, indeed, a comforting declaration….Therefore, even though we are weak and sick, we must not despair….But the more we realize our sickness, all the more should we turn to Him; for that is what He is here for, to heal and make us whole.”
