God’s Love Is Revealed in Mercy.  The Christian life is different in Christ.  Jesus brings good tidings of forgiveness, mercy, and citizenship in His Kingdom.  As Savior and King, He has flung open the gates of His Kingdom and all who believe in Him have entered.

   As we live in that Kingdom by faith, we have a different life, following in the footsteps of our Savior.  He did not return evil for evil, nor revile others when He was mocked.  So we do not revile or return evil.  Rather, as He returned good for evil and mercy in place of revenge, so do we.  For in this way all men will know that He is the Christ and that we are His disciples, if we love and serve one another, even our enemies.

   To that end we pray:  Lord, as You have been merciful in forgiving us, grant us comfort and strength to reflect Your merciful love and forgiveness to all.  Keep us always faithful to You, that we may lean on the hope of Your promises and be strong in the power of Your love; for Your name’s sake we pray.  Amen.

The Old Testament Lesson: Genesis 45:3-15  
Even though his brothers had mistreated him, Joseph was merciful to them.  He showed them Christ-like love by forgiving them and taking no revenge upon them.  God had turned their bad intent into good so that through Joseph He might deliver His people from a great famine.

The Epistle Lesson: Romans 12:14-21
Here is what a life of genuine, Christ-like love looks like.  It is a life that follows Christ’s example and models His words of mercy, forgiveness, grace, and humility.  It does not overcome evil with evil but overcomes evil with good towards those of the household of faith and beyond.  
The Gospel Lesson: Luke 6:27-38
In the Sermon on the Plain, Jesus instructs His disciples in a life that reflects their presence in His Kingdom.  Disciples of Christ, knowing the mercy and forgiveness which He has shown them, will reflect His type of merciful love to all, even their enemies.  
O u r   P r a c t i c e   o f   H o l y   C o m m u n i o n

Out of deep love for the truth of God’s Word and precious souls, we follow the practice of Close Communion in our congregation.  This has been the practice of Christians for centuries and reflects the Bible’s teaching on unity of faith in the reception of the Supper (1 Cor.10:17).  It does not judge a person’s heart but anticipates agreement in that which God says.  Since we do not wish to put anyone in the position of declaring such agreement with us before study in the Word is possible, we ask that only those who are communicant members of this or another Wisconsin Synod or ELS congregation come to receive the Sacrament.
