It’s good to be here, to see and enjoy the blessings of God that flow to us in the Savior.

   And so, we pray: Lord God, before the suffering and death of Your one and only Son, You revealed His glory on the holy mountain.  Grant that we, who bear His cross on earth, may behold by faith the light of His heavenly glory and so be changed into His likeness; for Jesus’ sake.  Amen.

The Old Testament Lesson: Exodus 34:29-35          
Moses stood in God’s presence to receive the Law. His face shone with divine brightness.  The radiance terrified the Israelites. After he spoke with Israel, he covered his face with a veil.  St. Paul tells us that he covered his face so that they would not see the glory diminishing.
The Epistle Lesson:  2 Corinthians 3:7-18 
The Law came through Moses to God’s people in a glorious way. But its glory was temporary and did not give life. Greater glory is seen in the Gospel that points to forgiveness found only in Christ.  Sadly, its glory is hidden to those who pursue life through the Law until the Spirit takes away the “veil” that covers their heart by revealing Christ to them.   
The Gospel Lesson:  Luke 9:28-36      
For a brief moment Jesus was transformed to show His glory as God in front of His disciples. Two of the prophets of old spoke with Him.  The disciples were so thrilled that they wanted to stay in sight of His glory.  But they could not tarry there for Jesus had work to do to redeem us.
