The Old Testament Lesson:  1 Samuel 17 (select verses) 

Against a powerful enemy an unlikely champion emerged – young David.  David fought Goliath and defeated him. But David’s victory over Goliath was much more than a military victory.  It was spiritual in nature as shown in David’s words: “For the battle is the Lord’s.”
The Epistle Lesson: Hebrews 4:14-16      

As our Great High Priest, Jesus intercedes most effectively for us before God’s throne above, for He has gone through every temptation that we have and has emerged victorious over them all.  He intimately knows every situation through which we pass and delivers all who look to Him.  
The Gospel Lesson: Luke 4:1-13 
Jesus began His ministry by overcoming Satan’s temptations.  He used the Word of God to defeat the devil.  Likewise, as we look to Him, He overcomes and delivers us from the devil’s power.  He shows us the way to defeat our most powerful enemy by wielding God’s Word.

Since we do not wish to put anyone in the position of declaring such agreement with us before study in the Word is possible, we ask that only those who are communicant members of this or another Wisconsin Synod or ELS congregation come to receive the Sacrament.
