Your King Comes to You.  Hosanna!   Palm Sunday marks the gateway to Holy Week.  Apart from the mood that follows during the rest of the week, today is a happy day.  On this day the Lord Jesus came to His city and the people welcomed Him with joy like a king.

   He is like no other king: His transportation - a donkey, not a horse; His crown - of thorns, not gold; His throne - a rough cross, not a plush seat; His scepter – a stick, not a diamond mace.  Yet with these He makes the greatest conquest, one that lasts forever.  The remaining events of Holy Week are somber and sad as we see what sin caused.  But today we happily respond with praise as heaven’s King comes for us.  Hosanna!

   To that end we pray:  We praise you, O God, for the great acts of love by which You have redeemed us through Your Son, Jesus Christ.  As He was acclaimed by those who scattered their garments and branches of palms in His path, so may we always hail Him as our King and follow Him with perfect confidence; who lives and reigns with You now and forever; Amen.

The Old Testament Lesson:  Isaiah 42:1-4          

The Lord God directs all things to meet His goal – a heavenly kingdom of pardon, peace, and justice.  He promises to send a trusted Servant to carry out that goal. He will equip the servant for the task and fill Him with the Spirit by which He gently and tenderly would go forth.
The Epistle Lesson: Philippians 2:5-11  
After urging Christians to have the same mindset that Jesus had, Paul describes the time of the Lord Jesus’ humiliation and exaltation.  As the Christ, He came in humility, as a servant, to save us.  But now He reigns in glory as heaven’s King.  For this we praise Him.

The Gospel Lesson: Luke 19:28-40      
Jesus enters Jerusalem in humility on the first Palm Sunday, determined to go to the cross.  He rides on a donkey, a beast of burden.  Yet His disciples hailed His entrance like that of a king who came in the Lord’s name.  God was coming to save His people.  Yet some rejected Him.

His Humility, Our Hope
The events of Palm Sunday may not seem pivotal to our salvation.  Christ sheds no blood on this day.  However, Palm Sunday sets the tone for all of Holy Week.  It perfectly illustrates that Jesus came to be the kind of king this world will never understand:  one who conquers His enemies by surrendering to them, one who crushes His opposition by Himself being crushed, one whose path to king.  This is the kind of King we have as Savior.  We are drawn to Him in faith.  He is our Hope.
Point to Ponder: "Today we are celebrating the entry of Christ into Jerusalem.   I think Christ wants to say to us that He wants to enter the little church in our hearts.  As. St. Paul writes, ‘For God’s temple is holy, and you are that temple.’  Let us therefore, as an eternally salutary preparation, first conduct the dedication of our hearts.  May Christ to this end give us the light and power of His grace.”
