Prayer Wants What God Wants For Us, Not What We Want From Him In one sense, prayer comes naturally to us.  We want, so we ask.  We hurt, so we cry out.  We are frustrated, so we vent.  We are blessed, so we give thanks.  So it is that we sometimes define prayer as “speaking to God from the heart.” What does not come naturally is the focused prayer God looks for in us. Our Father wants us to pray for the things He wants to give us.  So, Jesus taught us the Lord’s Prayer that we might focus on those things that He knows are important for us.
