The Old Testament Lesson: Ezekiel 2:9-3:11       
God calls Ezekiel to proclaim the Word of the LORD to his fellow exiles in captivity in Babylon.  Regardless of whether they listened to his words from the LORD or not, Ezekiel was still to proclaim them.  Before he would go, Ezekiel was to “digest” the Word of God for himself.
Today’s Epistle Lesson: 1 Peter 5:1-4 
God’s leaders in the church are to shepherd His flock in the Word so that all may share in the glory that will be revealed.  They are to serve as examples, following in the footsteps of the Lord Jesus, the Chief Shepherd, who promises the crown of glory when He comes again.  
The Gospel Lesson:  Luke 10:1-12,16-20

Jesus sends out 72 disciples to preach the Gospel in His Kingdom.  He compares the opportunity to reach many as a harvest field, ripe for the picking. As they went, the disciples should rely on Him to provide for their needs, and the Gospel’s power over Satan would be evident.
