The Old Testament Lesson:  Malachi 4:1-6             

On Judgment Day what dread awaits those who despised God’s Word.  All that they worshipped in the present will perish and be seen for the nothing that it always was.  But joy is in store for those who love the Lord and approach Him in Christ.  The Sun of Righteousness will warm them.
