The Old Testament Lesson: Jeremiah 23:1-6

It was a dark time in Israel’s history. God condemned Jerusalem’s leaders as shepherds who destroyed and scattered His flock. But God gave His people hope by pointing them to a King who was coming to execute judgment and justice in the earth.  God’s people would then be safe because this King is the Lord their Righteousness.

The Epistle Lesson: Colossians 1:13-20

This King is the Son of God.  He delivers us from Satan’s kingdom of darkness and brings us into His new kingdom, a kingdom of spiritual peace won for us by His blood.  He now rules over all creation as the Head of His body, the Church. 
The Gospel Lesson:  Luke 23:35-43     

Here is a King like no other king, lowly, despised, rejected, crucified. Yet, He remembers us in His mercy and grace.  By shedding His blood on the cross, He saves us from sin through His sacrifice, opens the door of Paradise to sinners, and assures all who believe a place in His Kingdom.
