   A singleness of heart that leads to undivided trust and faithfulness, that’s what the Lord looks for in His people.  Such trust is like that of the birds of the air who know that their Creator will take care of them.

Point to Ponder: “You must learn to understand the word “kingdom.”  What is God’s Kingdom, the kingdom of heaven?  Just as the name of God is holy in itself and we still must pray that it may be holy among us, so the kingdom of God comes, whether we pray or not.  But we should pray in order that I too may be a part of those in whom the name of God is hollowed, that God’s kingdom may come also to me…He has given us His holy Word…so that we might believe in Him and live holy lives. We pray that this may become powerful and effective, that the Word may go out into the world with power, that many may come into this kingdom and learn to believe and become partakers of redemption from death, sin, and hell…But God’s kingdom comes to us in two ways: first, here, through the Word, and secondly, in that the future eternal life is given to us…Theses are the two greatest petitions of this prayer, comprehended in Christ saying: “Seek first His kingdom.”                   -- Martin Luther on Ten Sermons on the Catechism, 1528
