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      Welcome in the Savior’s name as He draws us closer together in the unity of faith that comes through the hearing of His Word.

   During this second half of the Trinity Season, our Sunday lessons have presented various aspects of the Christian character that are to be found in the lives of the saved.  As Christians grow in faith through their attention to God’s Word, those characteristics are reflected more and more in their lives, and they are led more and more into the unity of the Spirit.  In our Sunday lesson until now, these graces that the Holy Spirit works included: the Christian service of love (Story of the Good Samaritan), purity of a grateful life (Healing of the Ten Lepers), singleness of heart (One cannot serve God and Mammon), and patience in trials and tribulation (Raising the Youth of Nain). Today the Savior instructs us in a lesson on humility. 

     In our sermon text we continue in our study on the Lord’s Prayer with the Third Petition: Thy Will Be Done on Earth as It Is in Heaven.  God bless us with a greater understanding of His will and our need that lies behind this most urgent request in our prayer.
