   Welcome in the Savior’s name as today we consider the realm of all His saints whom He delivers from every evil into entrance in His heavenly kingdom. 

   How do you define the word “saint”?  Webster’s Dictionary defines a saint as “a holy person; one who is exceptionally meek, charitable, patient, etc.”  Is a saint someone who has led a perfect life?  Does one need to die before he can be called a saint?  
   Sinners who hold to Christ alone in faith as their Savior are saints, even before they enter heaven. Covered in Christ’s robes of righteousness, they let the Gospel shine through them in their everyday lives.  Are they holy and perfect in themselves?  No, because sin infects everyone.  But the saints in faith know, trust, and rejoice that their sins are washed away in the blood of Christ.
