The Old Testament Lesson: Isaiah 65:17-19,24,25

The Gospel Lesson:  Luke 6:36-42 
A portion of Jesus’ Sermon on the Plain, as it is sometimes called, teaches His disciples of every age to have a merciful, forgiving, and patient heart like our heavenly Father has.  As He is ever gracious and compassionate with us who have sinned against Him, so it is our Christian duty to mirror His ways to the world around us.
