“Do not be alarmed!  Stop being afraid!”  These are words, spoken by angels, that have comforted, quieted, renewed, and brought joy to the people of God throughout the centuries of time. “Don’t be afraid!” said the angel to Zechariah when he announced the birth of John. “Don’t be afraid!” said the angel when he appeared to Mary with the good news of the Savior’s birth. “Don’t be afraid!” said the angel when he proclaimed the Savior’s resurrection at the empty tomb.
“Don’t be afraid!” Such a good summary of what this Gospel means to us!  God wants it proclaimed to sinners. Sin, death, and the devil are conquered. With Jesus’ resurrection, salvation is complete. Nothing stands in the way of the sinner’s return to God. Believe the good news!

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The Easter Lily

One of the original uses of the white lily was to symbolize holiness and purity.  That symbolism still remains, but today we adorn our altars with Easter lilies to symbolize more the beauty, joy, and victory of our Lord’s Resurrection.

Its symbolism rests in this, that out of the seemingly dead winter earth springs the green plant of life.  From this early welcome sign of life, comes the beauty of the trumpet shaped flower, almost as if the Lord were sounding the trumpet of His creation to say, “Christ the Lord is risen today!  Alleluia!”

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The Confession of Sins and Absolution

It even saved Paul, at first an enemy of it, and inspired him to work hard in proclaiming it.

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Old Testament Lesson: Isaiah 25:1-8 – A Banquet for All Peoples
1O Lord, you are my God. I will exalt you! I will praise your name, because you have done astounding things, plans laid long ago that are firm and faithful. 2 For you have reduced the city to a heap, the fortified city to ruins. The citadel of foreigners is no longer a city at all. It will never be rebuilt. 3 That is why powerful peoples will honor you. The cities of cruel nations will fear you, 4 for you have been a stronghold for the poor, a stronghold for the needy in their distress. You have been a shelter from the rainstorm and shade from the heat. When the breath of the ruthless is like a rainstorm battering a wall, 5 like a hot wind drying up the desert, you put down the uproar of foreigners. It is like heat cooled by the shade of a cloud. The song of the ruthless is silenced. 

6 On this mountain the Lord of Armies will prepare for all peoples a banquet of rich food, a banquet of aged wines, with the best cuts of meat, and with the finest wines. 7 On this mountain he will destroy the shroud that covers all peoples, the burial cloth stretched over all nations. 8 He has swallowed up death forever! The Lord God will wipe away the tears from every face. He will take away the shame of his people throughout the earth. For the Lord has spoken.
Epistle Lesson: 1 Corinthians 15:1-11 - We Preach the Resurrection  

1 Brothers, I am going to call your attention to the gospel that I preached to you. You received it, and you took your stand on it. 2 You are also being saved by that gospel that was expressed in the words I preached to you, if you keep your hold on it—unless you believed in vain. 3 For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received: that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures,4 that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the Scriptures, 5 and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the Twelve. 6 After that he appeared to over five hundred brothers at the same time, most of whom are still alive, but some have fallen asleep. 7 Then he appeared to James, and then to all the apostles. 8 Last of all, he appeared also to me, the stillborn child, so to speak. 9 For I am the least of the apostles, and I am not worthy to be called an apostle, because I persecuted God’s church. 10 But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace toward me was not ineffective. On the contrary, I worked more than all of them (and yet it wasn’t my doing, but it was the grace of God, which was with me, that did it). 11 So whether it is I or they, that is what we preach, and that is what you believed.
Gospel Lesson: Mark 16:1-8 – Jesus’ Resurrection

1When the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James, and Salome bought spices so they could go and anoint Jesus. 2 Very early on the first day of the week, at sunrise, they went to the tomb. 3 They were saying to each other, “Who will roll the stone away from the entrance to the tomb for us?” 4 When they looked up, they saw that the stone, which was very large, had been rolled away. 5 As they entered the tomb, they saw a young man dressed in a white robe sitting on the right side, and they were alarmed. 6 He said to them, “Do not be alarmed. You are looking for Jesus the Nazarene, who was crucified. He has risen! He is not here. See the place where they laid him. 7 But go, tell his disciples and Peter, ‘He is going ahead of you into Galilee. There you will see him, just as he told you.’” 8 They went out and hurried away from the tomb, trembling and perplexed. They said nothing to anyone, because they were afraid.
