I Believe in God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  This Sunday is a transitional Sunday, marking the end of the first half of the Church Year and the beginning of the second half.  The first half of the year includes the high festivals: Christmas, Easter, Ascension, and Pentecost.  They highlight all that the Triune God has done for us and our salvation.  Trinity Sunday brings that emphasis to a close as the months of summer shift the emphasis from the life of Christ to the life of the Church. 

   The Festival of the Holy Trinity was introduced in the Middle Ages and fully embraced by the Reformation. We need a festival like this, when we confess the Holy Trinity, for in our day the multitude of the anti-trinitarians has increased. We need to fortify our faith and convictions.  

   So it is that we join with all true Christians to confess: “I believe in the one true, Triune God, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.”  To that end we pray:  Almighty and everlasting God, You have given us grace to acknowledge the glory of the eternal Trinity by the confession of a true faith and to worship the Unity in the power of Divine Majesty.  Keep us steadfast in faith and defend us from all adversities, in Jesus’ we pray.  Amen.

(The Lessons of the Day are from the Historic Pericope Series of the Christian Church.)

The Old Testament Lesson: Isaiah 6:1-8 
God calls Isaiah to be His prophet.  In a vision Isaiah sees the LORD seated on His throne in the Temple.  The vision portrays the LORD’s splendor and majesty as the eternal God who created all things.  The threefold “Holy, Holy, Holy” song of the seraphim around the throne witnesses to the triune nature of God.

The Epistle Lesson: Romans 11:33-36 
Paul’s song of praise confesses the wondrous mystery of God.  The depths of His wisdom and ways are profound, beyond man’s abilities to comprehend.  But they work for our blessing and to His great glory. 

The Gospel Lesson:  John 3:1-15 
Jesus instructs Nicodemus, Israel’s teacher, on God’s work of regeneration within those who are baptized and who believe.  In the regeneration of all who are born into this world, dead in sin, the Trinity is at work – the Father giving, the Son redeeming, and the Holy Spirit sanctifying.

O u r   P r a c t i c e   o f   H o l y   C o m m u n i o n

Out of deep love for the truth of God’s Word and precious souls, we follow the practice of Close Communion in our congregation.  This has been the practice of Christians for centuries and reflects the Bible’s teaching on unity of faith in the reception of the Supper (1 Cor.10:17).  It does not judge a person’s heart but anticipates agreement in that which God says.  Since we do not wish to put anyone in the position of declaring such agreement with us before study in the Word is possible, we ask that only those who are communicant members of this or another Wisconsin Synod or ELS congregation come to receive the Sacrament.
