I Will Pour Out My Spirit On You.     We celebrate the Festival of the Holy Spirit, the third Person of the Trinity.  Through faith He dwells within all Christians, granting peace through the Word.

   When the Holy Spirit came upon the disciples on the first New Testament Pentecost, it was in fulfillment of Jesus’ promise to send another Counselor (the “Paraclete”) to guide them.  He would remind the disciples of all that Jesus had told them.  With the Spirit’s coming, they would be strengthened in faith and quieted in spirit to boldly go out, confessing Jesus’ name. 

   In a similar way we pray that the Holy Spirit would work in us, as promised, to be our special Counselor, Comforter, Helper, and Friend, guiding us in the way of God’s truth.  Then we shall enjoy the peace that only He can bring and will be enabled to boldly confess Jesus’ name.  

   To that end we pray: O God, You taught the hearts of Your faithful people by sending them the light of Your Holy Spirit.  Grant us by the same Spirit to have a right judgment in all things and to evermore rejoice in His holy comfort, through Jesus Christ our Lord.  Amen.  

T h e   W o r d   o f   G o d   f o r   T o d a y
(The Lessons of the Day are from the Historic Pericope Series of the Christian Church.)

The Old Testament Lesson:  Ezekiel 36:22-28 
The Lord promises to cleanse His people. The prophecy is based on the imagery of ritual washing practiced under the old covenant.  But the results of this washing are clearly connected with the new covenant fulfilled in Christ.  God promises His people: “I will put my spirit in you.” 

The Epistle Lesson:  Acts 2:1-11 
The historic account of the New Testament Day of Pentecost took place ten days after Jesus ascended into heaven.  The Holy Spirit was poured upon the disciples in a special way, enabling them to go out to Jerusalem and preach the Gospel to people of many languages, coming from various nations of the world to celebrate the Old Testament festival.  

The Gospel Lesson: John 14:23-31  
On the night before He was crucified, Jesus spoke to His disciples in the clearest way about the Holy Spirit’s coming and His work in their lives.  All that Christians are and have as blessings come from Him, the Spirit of Light, who guides us in love and fills us with divine peace.
