(The Lessons of the Day are from the Historic Pericope Series of the Christian Church.)

The Old Testament Lesson: Isaiah 62:6-12 
God promises to restore His people from their time of captivity and to provide them with food and drink.  Their enemies will not take advantage of them anymore.  Best of all, His Chosen One, the Savior, will come. In view of His gracious providence, His watchmen, the prophets and coming apostles, will not be silent.

The Epistle Lesson: Romans 6:19-23 
In response to God’s gift of grace, Christians strive to live in the present as those who have been set free from sin and as people who have a new master, the Lord Jesus Christ.  They serve Him in love with holiness of living and strive to walk in His commands.

The Gospel Lesson: Mark 8:1-9  
Jesus feeds a crowd of over 4,000 people who had listened to Him teaching for three days.  He is the Savior who graciously provides for body and soul.  He provides for us as He feeds our bodies with the physical nourishments we need.  But most importantly He nourishes our souls with His life-giving Word.

Out of deep love for the truth of God’s Word and precious souls, we follow the practice of Close Communion in our congregation.  This has been the practice of Christians for centuries and reflects the Bible’s teaching on unity of faith in the reception of the Supper (1 Cor.10:17).  It does not judge a person’s heart but anticipates agreement in that which God says.  Since we do not wish to put anyone in the position of declaring such agreement with us before study in the Word is possible, we ask that only those who are communicant members of this or another Wisconsin Synod or ELS congregation come to receive the Sacrament.
