   One of the special ways that God graciously protects and helps His people is through the ministry of angels who stand before Him.  They are servants whom He uses to minister to the needs of believers.

   In commemoration of this, the Church long ago set aside a day in the church calendar to address the care God provides His people through the angels.  We do not worship them.  But in such a remembrance, we praise God for His gracious acts that meet the needs of His people.  

   The word angel means “messenger.”  At the head of these messengers stands Christ Himself, the Word made flesh.  He provides us with the means and the message of salvation, which the angels serve.  Any festival within the Church has that as its focus. So also, does the commemoration of St. Michael and All Angels Day.  With that in mind, we consider the gracious works of God that He performs for the eternal welfare of His people through His holy angels and praise Him for it.  

   So we pray: Everlasting God, You have ordained and provided in a wonderful way the ministry of Your holy Angels.  Grant that they may help and defend us in life and in faith; for Jesus’ sake we pray.  Amen.
T h e   W o r d   o f   G o d   f o r   T o d a y
(The Lessons of the Day are from the Historic Pericope Series of the Christian Church.)

The Old Testament Lesson: 2 Kings 6:8-17 
When the King of Aram sought to capture and kill Elijah for revealing his “secrets” to the King of Israel, God protected the Prophet Elisha and his servant through the ministry of His holy angels. 

The Epistle Lesson: Revelation 12:7-12 
In picturesque language the Apostle John portrays the defeat of Satan by Christ as a “war in heaven.”  Michael and his angels hurled the devil and his forces down.  The name ‘Michael” means “Who is like God?”  No one is like Jesus.  With Satan’s defeat by Jesus on the cross, salvation entered our lives. However, the devil still pursues us, trying to make us fall.

The Gospel Lesson: Matthew 18:1-5,10
Jesus answers the disciples’ question on who will be the greatest in heaven by pointing them to the humble faith of a child.  Avoiding the world’s way of sin, all, yes, even adults, must mirror a small child’s faith in and dependance on the Savior.  Such a one is guarded by the angels who always stand before God to do His bidding.
