Blessed Forever Are The Saints Who Walk in the Lord.  How do you define the word “saint”?  The dictionary calls a saint, “a holy person; one exceptionally meek, charitable, patient, etc.” Does a saint lead a perfect life?  Does one need to die before he can be called a saint?  
   Sinners who hold to Christ alone in faith as their Savior are saints, even before they enter heaven. Covered in His robes of righteousness, they let the Gospel shine through them in their everyday lives.  Are they holy and perfect in themselves?  No.  Sin infects all.  But the saints in faith know, trust, and rejoice that their sins are washed away in the blood of Christ. They give evidence of such faith in that which they say and do, and in the evil that they seek to leave undone.  They live in the “light of the Lord,” triumphant in the Savior now, knowing that He will one day deliver them forever from all evil in the place we call heaven.
   To that end we pray: Almighty God and Savior, You have set the hour of our deliverance from this world of sin and death. Keep us ever watchful for the coming of Your Son that we may sit with Him and all Your holy ones at the marriage feast in heaven, in Jesus’ name we pray.   Amen

The Old Testament Lesson: Deuteronomy 33:1-3

Points to Ponder: “Scripture constantly uses this term (saint) with reference to the living on earth.  It is not only directed toward the deceased saints or the blessed in heaven. Thus St. Paul, in nearly all his writings, bids men greet all the saints.  Again, he says, ‘All the saints salute you’ (2Cor.13:12). Here he plainly calls all Christians by their name: saints.  This should still be the practice.  For when Christians call themselves holy after Christ, this is not arrogance; it is honoring and praising God.

   “I have seen not one saint but many, in fact, numberless true saints, not the sophistical sort but the kind Christ and the apostles depict and describe.  And by the grace of God, I am one of them, baptized and believing that Christ, my Lord, has redeemed me from sins by His death and has given me an eternal righteousness and holiness…. Let us learn from Holy Scripture that all believers in Christ are saints.”
