Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has been made.  4.  In him was life, and that life was the light of men.  5.  The light shines in the darkness, but the darkness has not understood  it. 10.  He was in the world, and though the world was made through him, the world did not recognize him.  11.  He came to that which was his own, but his own did not receive him.  12.  Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God--  13.  children born not of natural descent, nor of human decision or a husband's will, but born of God.  14.

BE THANKFUL DURING THE LENTEN SEASON
We thank God for making us alive in Christ:  Romans 5:1-11

1.  Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ,  2.  through whom we have gained access by faith into this grace in which we now stand. And we  rejoice in the hope of the glory of God.  3.  Not only so, but we  also rejoice in our sufferings, because we know that suffering produces perseverance;  4.  perseverance, character; and character, hope.  5.  And hope does not disappoint us, because God has poured out his love into our hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has given us.  6.  You see, at just the right time, when we were still powerless, Christ died for the ungodly. 7.  Very rarely will anyone die for a righteous man, though for a good man someone might possibly dare to die.  8.  But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us.  9.  Since we have now been justified by his blood, how much more shall we be saved from God's wrath through him!  10.  For if, when we were God's enemies, we were reconciled to him through the death of his Son, how much more, having been reconciled, shall we be saved through his life!  11.  Not only is this so, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received reconciliation.

BE THANKFUL DURING THE EASTER SEASON

3.  Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given us new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead,   4.  and into an inheritance that can never perish, spoil or fade--kept in heaven for you,  5.  who through faith are shielded by God's power until the coming of the salvation that is ready to be revealed in the last time.  6.  In this you 

greatly rejoice, though now for a little while you may have had to suffer grief in all kinds of trials.  7.  These have come so that your faith--of greater worth than gold, which perishes even though refined by fire--may be proved genuine and may result in praise, glory and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed.  8.  Though you have not

seen him, you love him; and even though you do not see him now, you believe in him and are filled with an inexpressible and glorious joy,  9.  for you are receiving the goal of your faith, the salvation of your souls.

BE THANKFUL DURING THE PENTECOST SEASON
We thank God for the gifts of the Spirit: Galatians 5:16, 25 

16.  So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the sinful nature.  17.  For the sinful nature desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. They are in conflict with each other, so that you do not do what you want.  18.  But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under law. 

 19.  The acts of the sinful nature are obvious: sexual immorality, impurity and debauchery;  20.  idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions  21.  and envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the like. I warn you, as I did before, that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom of God. 22.  But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,  23.  gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law.  24.  Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the sinful nature with its passions and desires.  25.  Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit.
